Abbreviations 
Sex – F = Female R = Ram W = Wether M = Mixed (ewes and wether) 
 
Descriptions 
Breeding Ewes up to full mouth are sold as good on tooth and udder unless otherwise stated. 
Grazing Ewes are sold without warranty unless otherwise stated. 
Good on tooth and udder means full mouth, no corner teeth missing and not deformed or diseased in the udder. 
Good on udder means not deformed or diseased in the udder, fluid must be able to be drawn from both teats. 
*Please Note* - all female sheep not described as being in lamb are warranted empty. 
All male lambs are warranted as being properly castrated unless otherwise described.
