The Champion was a Limousin x heifer which was knocked 
down at 270p to George Collingborn on behalf of P C Turner and dedicated to 
George’s friend the late Mark Newman. 
The Champion pen of pigs once again went to Roy & Ruby Collis with their cutters 
selling for £97 to John Norman, Bridport. 
Nice to see the market so busy, sorry for the delays, and particularly nice to see so 
many youngsters taking part in the Show.
